With Irish and world music, song, and dance, the electrifying Riverdance returns to the Filene Center for yet another
commanding and exclusive area appearance. Since launching in 1995, Riverdance has taken the world by storm, emerging
as one of the most popular and celebrated stage productions in history. The Chicago Tribune hails Riverdance as "an
explosion of sight and sound that simply takes your breath away." Performances run Friday through Sunday, June 26-
28 at 8 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday, June 27 and 28 at 2 p.m. Tickets range from $20 to $70.
